e Never use the BuggyBoard™ if any part is damaged, worn, torn, or missing.

e Before each use, check the connectors and tighten if necessary.

e The strap with hook must be removed when the BuggyBoard™ is in use and not reachable for children to avoid the risk of strangling.

e Always keep your hands on the stroller when your child is standing on the BuggyBoard™. Never leave your child unattended while
he/she is standing on the BuggyBoard™.

e Make sure your child is always standing with both feet on the anti-slip rear portion of the BuggyBoard™.
o Never use the stroller’s parking brake while your child is standing on the BuggyBoard™.

e Do not go up and down kerbs or steps when a child is on the platform.

o Never use the platform for pushing the pushchair/stroller like a skate board.

e The child should always sit facing backwards if using a BuggyBoard™ Saddle.

2. Positioning the Connectors.
For more details: www.buggyboard.info

The Connectors can be attached facing forward
or backwards. The Connectors can be fitted onto
different shapes of tubing with a maximum
circumference of 22.5 cm (9 in.). Bend the Strap
round the tubing. Then feed the Strap through
the slot in the Connector Cover then slide the
Friction Pad into position and pull the Strap
gently. Check the position of the Connectors to
be sure that

e the Arms (81300/81301) will be able to reach
the Connectors (maximum 35 cm (14 in.), with
Extenders accessory 39 cm (15,5 in), above the
ground).

e they are as low as possible on the stroller.

e they do not interfere with the stroller’s folding
mechanism.

e the Arms stay clear of both the braking
mechanisms and the wheels of the stroller.
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3. Tightening the Connectors.

Secure the Connector by turning the
Connector Bolt clockwise. Check that the
stroller still folds properly and the brakes still
work properly; if not, you may need to
reposition the Connectors.

The Connectors must be firmly attached to
the stroller such that they cannot move.

(To detach the Connector. Turn anti clockwise
until the Connector come loose)

4. Rotating the Arms forward.

Turn the Platform onto its Wheels.

(A) Unscrew the Height Adjustment Screws
until they are just released.

(B) Rotate the Arms forward then tighten the
Height Adjustment Screws.

5. Positioning the Cotter Pins.

Measure X the distance between the middle
of each of the Connectors.

Position the Cotter Pin in direction according
to Alt.A or Alt.B (see next page).

6. Choosing the right Cotter Pin hole.

There are three holes in each Arm. To choose
the hole that best suits your stroller, position
the BuggyBoard™ as close as possible to the
back of your stroller, however do make sure
that your child can stand comfortably. Screw
the Cotter Pin into the chosen Cotter Pin hole,
tighten with the Cotter Pin Key. If the Arms
are too short to fit to your stroller, use the
'Extender Kit', see Fig 13.

7. Connecting the BuggyBoard™.

Unscrew the Fixing Screws. Adjust the width
of the Arms and click the Cotter Pins into the
Connectors, then tighten the Fixing Screws.
Ensure that the Arms are an equal distance
from the centre of the board and the Cotter
Pins are locked in the Connectors.



8. Leveling the Platform.

Unlock the Height Adjustment Screws and
rotate the Platform until level.Tighten the
Height Adjustment Screws.

9. Disconnect the BuggyBoard™'.

At the end of each Connector Bolt, slide the
red Release Buttons down, whilst lifting the
AArms up and out of the Connectors.

IMPORTANT!
The BuggyBoard™ must be
disconnected from the stroller
before folding the stroller.
Do not fold the stroller with the

10. Hooking up the BuggyBoard™.

If the BuggyBoard™ is temporarily not in use.
it can be hooked up behind your stroller. Clip
the Hook onto the Platform and attach the
Strap to a higher point on your stroller.

When the BuggyBoard™ is in use, remove the
strap and keep away from children.

For BuggyBoard Maxi+, remove the Saddle if
it's in the way.

11. Final Checks

Once the BuggyBoard™ is attached to your
pushchair, you should do a test run with one
child in the pushchair and another on the
BuggyBoard™. The child on the BuggyBoard™
should be able to stand comfortably and if
using a Saddle be able to sit comfortably,
you should be able to walk easily behind the
platform. You may need to adjust the fitting
of the BuggyBoard™ to draw the platform
either closer to/ further from the pushchair.

Finally, disconnect the BuggyBoard™ and
check that the pushchair folds normally.

If necessary, you will have to move the
connectors, or turn them to face the other
direction.

Please refer to and our
fitting video for detailed fitting advice.

Once the fitting is complete, the straps
should be cut as close to the Connector
Housing as possible, smoothing any sharp
edges.

Note: Leaving the Straps long can interfere
with the locking of the Cotter Pin into the
Connector, and therefore the safety of the
BuggyBoard™ in use.



12. Extender Kit

To attach the BuggyBoard™ onto certain
stroller the ‘Extender Kit" may be needed.
This will lengthen each Arm up to 6cm (2.4").
The Extender Kit is included with the
BuggyBoard™.

13. Extra Connector Kit

If you want to attach the BuggyBoard™ to
another stroller/pram without having to
remove the Connectors, you may purchase an
Extra Connector Kit as a separate accessory.
Each Extra Connector Kit contains:

2 Connectors, 2 Cotter Pins, 2 Friction Tapes
and 1 Strap with Hook.

14. Saddle for BuggyBoard Maxi
(included for Maxi+)

The BuggyBoard Saddle is an exclusive
accessory for the BuggyBoard Maxi,

which transforms the ride-on board in to

a seat for young children.It has been carefully
designed to securely and safely clamp on
and off the board, which makes fitting easy.
No special tools are needed to fit the Saddle.
At any time, if your toddler prefers to stand
rather than sit, the Saddle simply folds down
and out of the way, without needing to
